Vestry Minutes are Coming!

Vestry: A committee of parish-
ioners elected to administer the
temporal affairs of a parish.

The Vestry is a group (typically 6-
12 members) elected by the con-
gregation of a parish to conduct
the essential business functions
of the church. The span of activi-
ties under the responsibility of the
Vestry range from the most im-
portant: calling a Rector, to the
most mundane: keeping the
lights on!

Vestries also operate under au-
thority; specifically, Vestries
operate according to Church laws
(canons), parish by-laws, and the
civil laws of their jurisdiction.

As elected bodies, Vestries typi-
cally conduct meetings under
Robert’s Rules of Order or
some facsimile thereof.

To properly carry out the busi-
ness of the church, Vestries
typically form committees to
oversee special portions of
church work; finance, infra-
structure, communications,
etc.

As elected members of the
congregation, it is the solemn
duty of Vestries to keep the
congregation well informed of
the business activities of the
church. This is especially
important for stewardship,
budget formation, capital pro-
jects, and all matters which
may impact the worship life of
the congregation, as worship
of God is the single defining
purpose of the Church.

By custom, the Sr. Warden of
a church might address the

congregation from time to time
to report on church activities.

In more modern times this
form of communication has
often been replaced by the
posting of Vestry Minutes and
Documents for the members
of the congregation to peruse
at their convenience.

At Trinity Church we will carry
on this custom of the church
by posting a summary of Ves-
try Minutes in the monthly
newsletter and the full Vestry
minutes on the church website
(hard copy in the Church Of-
fice). Remember: all mem-
bers of the parish are wel-
come at Vestry Meetings to
ask questions about the
business of the church-

The Deaconos

By the time you receive this Newsletter, we will have finished the Season of Advent, raced through the 12 Days of Christmas, and are probably entering into the
Season of the Epiphany. Without doubt, the time of December to January is the most theologically dense time of the Christian year. If we are not careful, it all
passes in a blur and we come out the other side, so to speak, and yet what if anything in our lives has changed?

The dense theology of this part of the Church Year provides layers upon layers of mysteries for us to contemplate. But as we launch ourselves into the new year,
perhaps we can distill this down to one thing which can catalyze our spiritual growth.

Here is the one thing: Jesus Christ, born of the Virgin Mary, was sent by God to be the redeemer for fallen mankind. Fallen mankind includes you, me, and every-
one else. We cannot save ourselves from this fallen state, it is only Jesus who can do that. And our salvation to eternal, life reconciled to the Father, comes
through belief in Christ.

There are some implications to this statement for church members in everyday living;

1. Salvation is through faith, not works. Time spent in prayer, praying with Scripture, or in contemplative prayer is preferable to stressing one’s self out by serv-
ing on a dozen church committees or projects.

2. We were made in the image of God. But our fallen manifestation of God’s work does not relieve us of living into God’s call to us. The church should not
bless sin. If | believe | were created with a predisposition to shoplifting, that does not mean the commandment “thou shalt not steal” is null and void for me.

3.  There are truly mean people in the world. Christ calls us to return kindness to venom, but we are not called to welcome evil into our lives and homes or into
the lives of others.

4.  We are masters at pointing out the faults of others and ignoring our own. Where possible, let criticism die on our tongues.

We can carry this little exercise into all reaches of our lives. And | still like the acronym WWJD............ What Would Jesus Do? For 2009, if we could but once a
day ask WWJD, we might make a perceptible change in how we experience the world around us.
