Transitioning into the Future       I used to wonder why it took so 
long to rebuild after Hurricane Camille.  Now I get it.  There are so 
many unexpected problems.  The city had a right of way for a street 
directly in front of the church.  We had to resolve that before any 
construction could begin.  We wrote a letter to the city of Pass 
Christian and asked them to set aside the right of way, which they 
did.  But it took time.     

Another problem that was quite unexpected is money.  I never 
would have guessed that we would be forced to pay $300 per 
square foot for new construction.  The good news is that we have 
enough money to build one building with some money left over for 
the renovation of the old church.  It took us months to figure out that 
we were going at rebuilding the wrong way.  We were trying to do 
too much.  Instead of building three new buildings poorly and incur-
ring enormous debt, we are going to build one well.  AND, NOT IN-
CUR ANY DEBT!  Any money that's left over will go into renova-
tion.  The cemetery building will have to depend upon grants and 
gifts.         

Now, step back from the buildings and think about where we will be 
when the buildings are done and we are back in them.  Do we just 
go back to being the church that we were before the storm?  I don't 
see how.  We will have twice as many kids across the street.  St. 
Paul's is gone.  AND there are more and more new people in 
town.  Our mission is bigger, much bigger.        

 Take some time to think and pray about our mission.  It's growing

The Vestry is a group consisting 

of the Rector and laity who are 

elected by the congregation at 

the annual meeting to be the 

legal governing and decision-

making group in the parish.  An 

analogy in the business world 

would be CEO (Rector) and 

Board of Directors (laity). 

This group is called the Vestry 

because at one time it was cus-

tomery for the group to meet in 

the vestry of the church (also 

called the vesting room).  The 

Vestry makes policy decisions 

for the parish, they establish a 

budget for operations and moni-

Every month in this space we 

will have an article from one of 

the members of YOUR vestry.  

They may tell you a little bit 

about themselves, they may tell 

you what committee assign-

ments they have, and if they 

chair a committee they may tell 

you about the members of their 

committee and what the pur-

pose of their committee is.  

Most of all this will be their op-

portunity to communicate for-

mally with the congregation and 

your opportunity to learn what 

your vestry is doing for Trinity 

Church.
