- Following God’s lead without knowing where
he’s sending you; - Waiting for God’s timing
without knowing when it will come; - Expecting
a miracle without knowing how God will provide;
- Trusting God’s purpose without understanding
the circumstances.

You know you’re surrendered to God when you
rely on God to work things out instead of trying
to manipulate others, force your agenda, and
control the situation. You let go and let God
work. You don’t have to always be in charge.
Instead of trying harder, you trust more.

You also know you're surrendered when you
don’t react to criticism and rush to defend your-

Surrendered hearts show up best in relation-
ships. You are not self-serving, you don’t edge
others out, and you don’t demand your rights.

The most difficult thing for many people to sur-
render is their money. Many have thought, “I
want to live for God but | also want to earn
enough money to live comfortably and retire
someday.” Jesus said “You cannot serve both
God and money,” (Matthew 6:24 NIV)and
“Wherever your treasure is, your heart will be
also” (Matthew 6:21 NIV).

The supreme example of self-surrender is Je-

sus. The night before his crucifixion
Jesus surrendered himself to God’s
plan. He prayed: “Father, if you're
able to take away this pain, please
do so.” He began by affirming that
God can do anything! He prayed,
“God, if it is in your best interest to
remove this suffering, please do so.
But if it fulfills your purpose, that's
what | want, too.”

Genuine surrender says, “Father, if
this problem, pain, sickness, or cir-
cumstance is needed to fulfill your
purpose and glory in my life or in
another’s life, please don’t take it
away!”

This level of maturity doesn’t come
easy. In Jesus’ case, he agonized
so much over God’s plan that he
sweat drops of blood. Surrender is
hard work. In our case, it requires
intense warfare against our self-
centered nature.

A Meaning for Ash Wednesday— Those of us who count ourselves within the Anglo-Catholic sphere of Anglicanism have a profound respect
for Ash Wednesday. The biting words of the liturgy "Remember thou art dust, and to dust thou shalt return” (1928 BCP) on that day haunts
some of us for the whole church year. Some events have happened in my life recently to make me ponder on a specific concept of this exis-
tence we call humanity.

It has dawned on me that while | may not have accomplished anything of much importance in this life, | have been privileged to walk beside
many who have. And what strikes me most startlingly is that these men | have walked with have never really sought glory for themselves, al-
though they have indeed brought glory through their efforts. Some of their stories;

1. | have spent over 20 years walking beside a retired Navy Captain who saved a whole submarine during WWII and is on a first name basis
with Oliver North, a real American Hero. This man has and does put country first every day of his life.

2. | took spiritual direction from a priest who now stands in the precipice of the struggles which divide the Anglican Communion. Daily he wor-
ries about his flock, not himself.

3. I'walked with a man who faced ground to air missiles as a helicopter pilot in Vietnam, but could not absorb the pain of a congregation as a
priest and died holding that pain.

4. 1 am walking today with an engineer who may hold a key to new energy sources for our country, yet he wishes just to be remembered for his
intellectual contributions.

5. And | walk with the Rector of this church, Trinity Church, who is widely acknowledged for his contributions to Orthodox Anglicanism on a na-
tionwide basis. In the context of Mt. 13:54-58, | wonder how many folks in our congregation are aware of this and have expressed their appre-
ciation to him for all that he does?

Ash Wednesday presents a stark reality that many of us wish to hide from, but we can’t. Jesus offers us salvation through which we can be
joined together in a life of glory after this life. Yet he calls us to treasure our neighbor in this life, much as He treasures us.
