Gordon Burton has worked long and hard to get the Building Committee to the table 
with a contractor. Now he has succeeded. We are working toward a contract with Kevin 
Smith Construction Company of Slidell. We are having weekly conversations with the 
architect and the contractor and the Building Committee. Mark Ashleyôs many years with 
the Seabees is becoming a huge asset for us. He knows something about design, con-
tracting and construction. Mark is helping us line up all of the pieces that must be ac-
counted for. His participation on the Building Committee is crucial at this point 

Soon, we will turn to Steve McNairôs decades of experience as an engineer. He is 
leading our efforts on demolition, in the not too distant future, we will turn to Sandra Shellnut 
for help with the ulterior of our new church. Each member of our Building Committee 
brings some kind of expertise to the table. Each has a role to play as we seek to re-
build Trinity Church. 

The sticking point in all of this is the money. We know that the new church is expen-
sive, far more expensive than we ever dreamed. It may soak up $3 million before we 
are done. How do we pay for a parish hall? Fellowship needs, education needs, both 
must be provided for.  How? Thatôs the question that the Building Committee and the 
Vestry are pondering. 

I would love to build brand new buildings that are storm proof and paid for and are 
architecturally satisfying. I would love to have buildings that do exactly what is needed 
and what FEMA wants, too. Alas, the good is mixed in with the bad. The principle bad 
thing is the cost We simply donôt have all of the money we need to do all the things that 
must be done.

I donôt know about you, but it was a year and a half after Katrina 

before I made it to my doctor for a check up. We were busy getting 

our house back together like most of you. We didnôt have a kitchen 

for almost eight months so we, like most of you, ate at Chez 

FEMA, Godôs Katrina kitchen or wherever we could find a meal. 

We were thankful for them, however, the choices were frequently 

not heart healthy. When I did get to the doctor my cholesterol was 

elevated for the first time in my life.  Changes in my way of eating 

combined with the stress associated with Katrina negatively af-

fected my health. Once we were able to cook Chris and I got our 

eating habits back on track Iôm relieved to say my numbers are now 

back to normal. 

When is the last time you saw your doctor and had blood work 

done? It is important to know your numbers and take charge of 

your health. Heart disease and stroke are the 1st and 3rd leading 

causes of death in Mississippi. Diseases like diabetes and high 

blood pressure increase the risk for stroke, heart disease and other 

major health problems.        What are your risk factors?   

Risk factors that cannot be changed are: 

Age-the older you are the greater the risk  

Sex-men are at greater risk, however, more women die from heart 

disease and stroke 

Family history and race-if your 

parent, grandparent, brother or 

sister had heart disease or a stroke 

you are at greater risk. African-

Americans are at greater risk than 

other ethnicities.
