Building Committee: Overall 2.2 million dollar
budget was approved at the last meeting of the
Vestry. However, the shoring company has ar-
rived at an estimate of 182,600 plus 18%; which
means the “not to exceed” price has increased by
32,600.00, based on the original “not to exceed”
price of $150,000.00. The increase is due in part
to the requirements of the structural engineer,
which were not known at the time of the estimate.
Building permits for lifting the building have been
received, and the process may begin by next
week.

Outreach to Community: The food pantry con-
tinues to buy groceries. There is an event
planned for April 25, 2009 at War Memorial Park
in Pass Christian to raise money to buy goods for
the food pantry. An anonymous contribution of
$300.00 has been given to the food pantry. Other
services include assistance with rent, utilities, and
prescription drugs. Janet suggested challenging
the outreach group to enhance the program by

attempting to raise even more money for these
purposes.

What time does Church start? During Holy Week | received about 4 messages like this via our website “Contact Us” page. | of course gave
them the answers that they were seeking and | deferred from giving them the answers | wanted to give them! You see, | expect that most of us
routinely assume that our normal Sunday worship services start at 8:00am and at 11:15am. That is not true: these times indicate when the
Liturgies for Holy Eucharist (Rite | and Il respectively) begin.

Church begins when the people of God begin their personal preparation for the Eucharist and then begin to assemble as the Church (the earthly

body of Christ).

begins as the people of God begin t heiYounjigktask whatdbes that rmepré Meelt, whole devotion-
als have been written about personal preparation for receiving the Sacraments of the Mass. At a very minimum, those who come to present
themselves before the altar of the Lord to be fed with the body and blood of the Lamb should consider reading and meditating on the assigned
scriptural readings for the Mass before coming to church. Ideally, these would be read the evening before so that the mind and spirit can dwell
on them during our time of rest (Note: the lectionary for Mass begins on page 889 BCP, we are in Year B).

The process of meditation on the readings should continue as one enters the Knave of the church to find a seat. How long should this additional
meditation take? Well, that is up to each individual person. If it takes you 15 minutes, then you should be seated for your meditation 15 minutes
before the Liturgy starts. Remember to leave another minute or so for personal prayer (kneeling if possible) that you may ask God to receive the
sacraments in a worthy manner.

As you might guess, this process of meditation in the Knave of the church prior to the start of the Liturgy is going to be easier and more fruitful if
the environment around you is conducive to such Godly work. If your fellow parishioners are also at work with their own meditations, the only
activity you should be aware of is their silent movement into the Knave as they begin their meditative thoughts, remembering that we may all
have different starting times for this effort based on our own needs.

| fully appreciate that a quiet meditative environment at FUMC is difficult to achieve as the Narthex is not physically separated from the Knave as
it should be. But, at a minimum, | would suggest we could improve things by silencing all social chatter once we step from the Narthex into the
Knave.
