New Anglican Province forms in North America

During the week of June 22, Anglicans gathered in Bedford, TX to
approve the canons and constitution for a new Anglican Province in
North America. The new province, The Anglican Church of North
America (ACNA) will be led by Archbishop Robert Duncan of Pitts-
burgh (former bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of Pittsburgh).

ACNA says it has 693 congregations, 81,311 worshippers, and an
average Sunday attendance of 69,197. It seeks to become a legiti-
mate province of the Anglican Communion. Its intention to replace
the jurisdictions of the Episcopal Church and the Anglican Church
of Canada was conveyed in a memo from the American Anglican
Council in December 2003.

General Convention 2009

The triennial governing convention of
The Episcopal Church (TEC) will be
held from July 8-17 in Anaheim, CA.
General Convention is the forum
where TEC sets budgets for the next
three years and considers changes to
the Canons and Constitution of our
denomination.

As many members will remember,
General Convention (GC) is where the
1979 Book of Common Prayer was
aut horized,
was affirmed, and of course in GC
2003 the first openly homosexual
bishop, Gene Robinson, was conse-
crated as bishop of the Diocese of

New Hampshire.

In GC2006, the Rt. Rev. Katherine
Shori was elected to be the new Pre-
siding Bishop of TEC.

Much has happened in the church both
nationally and in the greater Anglican
Communion since GC2006. Key de-
velopments are;

It is possi-
ble we will see a lifting on the morato-
ria against SSBo0s,
approving continued litigation against
churches and clergy, a requirement for
Clergy loyalty oaths, a call to develop
liturgies for Same Sex Marriages, and
numerous other issues that will push
the church as a whole toward the cul-
tural left.

This is a very serious time for TEC.
Money and worshippers are fleeing the
church. It may fade into insignificance
unless its directions are changed:
please pray for the church!
