The Rector’s Story...... THREE YEARS LATER: The Way
Ahead Soon after the storm, we held a parish meeting to discuss the
way ahead. At that meeting, we agreed on two things. First, we decided to
remain on our property at Church and St. Louis. Two other Episcopal par-
ishes have abandoned their sites for more protected locations. We agreed
that to be part of Pass Christian, we have to remain in front of the rail-
road. Our second decision was to begin with renovation of the old church.

That was pursued through our architect, Mr. Bill Argus. His plan was to re-
develop the old church into a parish hall. Unfortunately it took a year to find

out that the cost was triple what was predicted. At this point, | balked. |
balked for many reasons perhaps the greatest reason was death. If we
were only able to build one building, | could not see how Trinity Church
would survive. How do you provide for worship, classrooms for education,
office space and space for fellowship with just one building?

We turned in another direction. We began to work on a design for a new
church. It's elevated. It's designed to be more storm resistant. It is also
fully integrated into our site plan. Remember after the storm, Mr. Argus sug-
gested that we rebuild around a central raised plaza which would be built in
front of the old church. This plaza would be built on the same level as the
floor of the old church.

Three years after the storm, the final drawings for the new church are almost
ready, and the Building Committee is again looking at the renovation of the
old building. We are looking to begin this renovation as soon as possi-

ble. Miss Leah McBride, a young architect in Pass Christian, is assisting

with this renovation. She has done a wonderful job leading us
through a series of conversations about what to build and how we
would like to build it. | am hoping that by Sunday November 2, the
Building Committee will be ready to present its plans to you for the
renovation. Please understand that no matter how much work we
do on the old building, we will still need a second building, it is going
to have to be built up in the air. FEMA requires it. The Building
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Code requires it. Only one building can remain four feet off the
ground and that's the one we already have.

Gordon Burton and Mark Ashley will continue to work on the plans
for the new building. Each of them spends hours every week on the
telephone in an effort to keep this project moving. (cont'd below,
bottom of page)

The Deacon’s Corner

In September, Bishops of The Episcopal Church (TEC) met in a semi-annual session called the House of Bishops (HOB). The nominal purpose of this meet-
ing is to conduct the business of TEC. The HOB is the appropriate place to conduct Church business because Bishops represent Dioceses which are the
fundamental units of Church self-association. The National Church (TEC) is not actually a church as much as it is a geographic construct which assembles
the basic units at times where business common to all needs to be transacted. TEC is basically a confederation of Dioceses.

Historically, HOB meetings have received about as much publicity or have been as exciting as meetings of the local Water Board. But the meeting con-
cluded in September was one of the rare exceptions. At this meeting, the Presiding Bishop, Katherine Jefferts-Schori, led an improper element of business
to have Bishop Robert Duncan, Bishop of the Diocese of Pittsburgh tossed out of the church for “abandonment of communion”. The move by the PB to do
this not only violates several Canons of TEC but it sends a chilling message to other Dioceses who have orthodox, conservative Bishops at the helm. And
the message is this: “we are coming to get you and toss you out on the street”.

So, how does this affect parish life at Trinity Church? In the very short term it has little practical effect other than to alert your clergy of things to come. In the
longer term things get more interesting. As the PB and the liberal or revisionist wing of TEC consolidate their power nationally and at the Diocesan level,
they will be in a stronger position to run roughshod over the Canons of the Church at General Convention 2009 (being held in Anaheim, CA next to Disney
Land which seems appropriate). There are a couple of things that parishioners may want to watch out for as GC2009 gets closer.

1. A Loyalty oath or something like it may be required of clergy of the church, to remain as active clergy in the church

2. Same-sex Blessings will become a liturgical reality. Stiff penalties could be enacted for refusing to perform a SSB! It is possible that “underground”
SSB couples will come to orthodox churches to demand such a blessing and expose the clergy who refuse.

3. Sanctions against Lay church leaders may be instituted. Vestry, Standing Committees, Commissions on Ministry would be logical places to start.

Such are the things that happen when groups within the church decide that the Goals, justify the means. It's never pretty and its always divisive and
destructive to the fabric of the communion.
