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The Deacon’s Corner

The End is Near: That is not a reflection on the outcome of the Presidential Election. Rather it is a statement of the reality that we are very near to the end of this
current Church Year. The new Church Year starts on the First Sunday of Advent, November 30. For those who follow such things, it means that our Eucharistic
Lectionary is taken from Year B starting in Advent.

As the Church Year closes, there are some “house keeping” items that we should attend to. First and foremost is the consideration of Stewardship. | have written
about Stewardship (go online and look at the September Newsletter) and the intentional nature of deciding where to put one’s treasure. Let me suggest another
perspective here. Were you satisfied with your life at Trinity this year? If not, what can you change through your Stewardship to make it better for you and the
rest of the congregation? Rather than sitting back and waiting for someone else to “do something”, now is the time to resolve for you to do something. Your
Clergy and Vestry will welcome fresh ideas and any help you can provide. Fr Chris also writes about Stewardship on page one of this newsletter.

Another housekeeping item concerns your personal spirituality. Have you spent time outside of church with the Word of God? This is a most serious question that
has everything to do with your personal salvation. Let me give you an example: if you play golf, you likely spend more time involved in the game of golf than the
actual time spent on a golf course. There are magazines to read, television shows to watch, shopping for equipment to do, and perhaps fellowship with other golf-
ers. It is the same with your religious life. If your whole spiritual life centers around the one hour per week you spend in Celebration of the Eucharist, you are woe-
fully shortchanging your spiritual life. Now is the time to amend your ways.

Another important end-of-the-year consideration is the fact that you will not be on this earth forever. Do you have a Will and other related legal instruments that
reflect your wishes for a legacy after you bodily depart this world? Not only can you not take it with you, you can’t do anything about it after you are dead. And
speaking of being dead, do you or anyone else have any idea of what type of post-death arrangements you want? At the least, | hope you will want a Memorial
Mass in the church to provide the proper Christian closure for your transition from this life to your glorious life with Christ. And then there are the practical items
like disposal of your body both short term and long term. This is a good time of the year to plan ahead on these things: decisions made in haste in the last days
are not likely to be the best ones.

So, there are now less than 30 days before the end of the year. You have a lot of work to do: get to it!
